The Town of Mitchell 

is desirous of establishing the minimum amount of regulations 

that would balance private property rights with the overall 

community’s health and welfare, including a farmer’s right to 

farm. The Town is home to the Kettle Moraine State Forest-

Northern Unit, including Parnell Tower.
